a. Equipment data:

1) Description: The AN/PEQ-2A is a Class IIIb laser that emits a highly collimated beam of infrared light for precise aiming of the weapon as well as a separate infrared illumination beam with adjustable focus.  A safety block is provided for training purposes which limits the operator from selecting the high power modes during force on force training.  Both beams can be zeroed to the weapon and each other.  The beams can be operated individually or in combination.

The AN/PEQ-2A is for use in conjunction with Night Vision Devices and can be used as either a handheld Illuminator/pointer or can be weapon mounted with included brackets and accessory mounts.  In weapon mounted mode, the AN/PEQ-2A can be used to accurately direct fire as well as illuminate and designate areas and targets.

WARNING:  Make sure the weapon is CLEAR and on SAFE before proceeding.

a.   AN/PEQ-2A CONTROLS AND INDICATORS

WARNING

Do not store the AN/PEQ-2A with batteries installed.

1)  Battery Installation:  Unscrew the battery caps and install two AA batteries.  Orient the batteries as indicated by the markings on the AN/PEQ-2A body. Re-install battery caps. Hand tighten to fully secure caps onto housing and achieve o’ring squeeze.

2) Safety Block:  The safety block installed in the Training Mode (blue side up) prevents the operator from accessing the non-eyesafe modes 

(AIM HI, DUAL LO/HI, DUAL HI/HI). The training mode is for force on force scenarios.

Note:  A .050 hex head allen wrench is needed to unscrew the safety to change the mode of the AN/PEQ2A from training (blue side up) to the tactical mode (black side up). 
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c. Mode Selector: The Mode Selector is used to set the mode in which the AN/PEQ-2A will operate when the cableswitch button or push button is depressed.  The Mode Selector has 6 positions. Positions 3, 4 & 5 can only be accessed with the Safety Block installed in the Tactical mode.

NOTE:  Safety Block should not be removed from AN/PEQ2A. The Safety Block is removed from the following Figure for clarity purposes only.

4)  Button Switch

a)  The integral button switch is used when the AN/PEQ-2A is hand held.  Pressing the Button Switch operates the AN/PEQ-2A in the operational mode set by the mode selector.   When the button is released, the AN/PEQ-2A turns off.

b)  A green LED is incorporated into the body of the AN/PEQ-2A to indicate that the AN/PEQ-2A is ON.  Whenever AN/PEQ-2A is activated the green LED will light and will stay lit until the Button or Cable Switch is released.

c)  If continuous operation of the AN/PEQ-2A is desired, pressing the Button  Switch twice in rapid succession will latch the AN/PEQ-2A ON.  

      The AN/PEQ-2A will remain ON until the push button is pressed a third time.
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5) Cable Switch

a)  The AN/PEQ2A comes with a jack plug installed in the remote cable jack port which must be  removed before intalling a cable switch.  The plug is a one-time use only plug.  The jack plug is water tight once the seal is removed.

b) The Cable Switch is used when the AN/PEQ-2A is mounted on a weapon.  The cable switch plugs into the back of the AN/PEQ-2A assembly. Hook and loop fastner tape (Velcro) is provided to secure the cable switch button or pad to the weapon.

c)  Pressing the button or pad at the end of the cable switch causes the 

     AN/PEQ-2A to turn on in the operational mode selected by the mode selector switch. When the button is released, the AN/PEQ-2A turns off. 

d)  If continuous operation of the AN/PEQ-2A is desired, then pressing the Button Switch twice in rapid succession will latch the AN/PEQ-2A ON.  The AN/PEQ-2A will remain ON until the push button is pressed a third time.

e)  When the cable switch plug is installed in the AN/PEQ-2A, it automatically locks in place.  To remove the cable switch, pull back on the plugs sleeve and pull the plug out.  DO NOT TRY TO REMOVE THE PLUG BY PULLING ON THE CABLE.
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Installation of the Cable Switch.

6) Focus Knob:  The focus knob is used to vary the beam spread of the  illumination beam based on the range and size of the area to be illuminated.
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Using The Focus Knob.
7) Lens Caps
a)  Lens Cap, Illuminator:  contains a diffuser which enables the AN/PEQ-2A illuminator laser to emit in a 45 degree cone (10 feet at 10 feet).  To use the lens cap, remove it from its stored location on the side of the AN/PEQ-2A by pulling it out and over the front of the focus knob so that it’s stretched snug and firmly in place.

b) Lens Cap, Aiming:  contains a Neutral Density Filter that enables the AN/PEQ-2A aiming laser to be operated in low power and is useful during zeroing to eliminate blooming effects on the target. To use the neutral density lens cap, remove it from its stored location on the side of the AN/PEQ-2A by pulling it out and over the front of the aiming beam so that it’s stretched snug and firmly in place.

Note:  When the AN/PEQ-2A is not in use, it should be stored with the lens caps over the

           respective output ports.

8) Adjusters
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Elevation/Windage Adjusters for both

Aiming and Illumination Beams.

a) The AN/PEQ-2A is equipped with elevation/windage adjusters for zeroing the Aiming Beam and Illumination Beam. The AN/PEQ-2A adjusters move the beams in true horizontal and vertical directions.  When zeroing the AN/PEQ-2A it is best to zero the aiming beam to the weapon and then align the illumination beam to the aiming beam.  Adjustment table A.  indicates the direction of adjuster rotation and resultant shot group movement for zeroing the aiming beam to the weapon when the AN/PEQ2A is top mounted. Adjustment table B.  indicates the direction of adjuster rotation and resultant shot group movement for zeroing the aiming beam to the weapon when the AN/PEQ2A is left side mounted.  Adjustment table C indicates the direction of adjuster rotation and resultant illumination beam movement for centering the illumination area on the aiming beam when the AN/PEQ2A is top mounted.  Adjustment table D indicates the direction of adjuster rotation and resultant illumination beam movement for centering the illumination area on the aiming beam when the AN/PEQ2A is left side mounted.

a. Borelight zeroing procedure: Stabilize the weapon. The weapon can be stabilized in a rifle box rest or in a field location by laying 2 rucksacks side by side.  Lay your rifle sideways on the rucksacks and then lay another rucksack on top of your rifle to stabilize.

NOTE:  Orientation of the weapon is irrelevant.

1) Select the mandrel for the weapon being boresighted and attach it the borelight.

2) Insert the mandrel into the muzzle of the weapon. The borelight is seated properly when no further travel of the mandrel into the muzzle is permitted.

3) Turn the borelight on. With the help of an assistant, secure the zeroing mark approximately ten meters from the end of the barrel so that the laser dot strikes the zeroing mark.

NOTE:  The offset and zeroing mark must be kept stable during boresight procedure.

The ten-meter measurement for the offset should be measured from the end of the weapon.

4) Slowly rotate the borelight 360 degrees while watching the red dot made by the laser on the zeroing mark. If the red dot spins on itself the borelight is boresighted to the weapon.

NOTE:  Only turn the borelight counterclockwise from the gunner's point of view or the mantle will unscrew.

NOTE:  If the laser dot rotates in a circular pattern, the windage and/or elevation must be adjusted using the following procedures: 

1) Slowly rotate the borelight one half turn. Note the new location of the laser dot.

2) Adjust the windage and elevation until the laser dot moves one half the space from its original location.

3) Continue the procedure until the laser dot spins on itself when the borelight is rotated.  Dot must spin on itself or within a one cm circle.

4) The weapon - sight combination is now ready to be boresighted. 

b. This procedure is used to boresight the weapon.  Completing this procedure requires a minimum of two people. For specific weapon and sight combinations, follow the instruction on the offset.

1) Select the offset for the weapon and sight combination being boresighted.

2) Position the offset approximately 10 Meters away.

3) Stabilize the weapon and insert the borelight into the muzzle. Turn the borelight on.

4) Adjust the offset as required to place the sighting device on the sights zero point.

5) Adjust windage and elevation until the bore light laser dot is on the small black dot.

6) Turn the laser off and remove the borelight and mandrel from the weapon carefully so that you do not damage the borelight device

2) M249, M60, M240B and M2 machineguns: When firing unassisted, changes in head position and stock weld are necessary especially when using weapon-target alignment techniques.  Normally, the gunner positions his head so that he can align the weapon on the target and look over the sights.  In some cases, the lower part of his jaw makes firm contact with his non-firing hand on the stock, with his eyes an inch or so above the sights.  The key is to use the natural pointing ability to align the machinegun on the target.  When using NVD’s the head position and stock weld must be altered to be able to see the aiming point and maintain a stable position. 

b.  Aim.  (All weapons), The gunner must practice raising his head just enough to clear the weapon with his NVD’s and maneuver the aiming point center mass of the target while maintaining a stable position.

c.  Breathe Control.  (All weapons), This fundamental is not affected by night firing conditions.

d.  Trigger Control. (All weapons), There is no change to this fundamental during night firing.  The objective is to not disrupt alignment of the weapon with the target during trigger pull or squeeze
