MESSAGE TO FIELD ON CHANGE 3 FOR THE M2 

The current M2 50 Caliber Machine Gun practice and qualification described in FM 23-65 (Browning Machine Gun Caliber .50 HB, M2) with Change 1 and 2 is being revised. Until the revision is received, units will use the following for practice and qualification:

10 Meter Zero – 12 Rounds

10 Meter Practice – 119 Rounds

Day Qualification (DA Form 7449-R) – 140 Rounds

Table III.
Night Practice (DA Form 7450-R) – 140 Rounds

Tables I through IV are available on the Army Electronic Form Web Site (http://www.army.mil/usapa/eforms/) and sample of completed forms can be found on pages G-16 through G-19 Change 2 of FM 23-65.

Units will fire one of the tables (A or B) in Tables III and IV depending on the type of night optics available. They will either fire Table III (A) and Table IV (A) OR Table III (B) and Table IV (B). Units fire Table III (A) and IV (A) if they have the TWS or the AN/TVS-5 upgraded with the third generation tube. They fire Table III (B) and IV (B) if they have the AN/TVS-5 that has not been upgraded.

The gunner is scored separately on the Day (Table II) and night (Table IV) qualification. His overall qualification is the lowest rating of the two. For example, a gunner who scores expert during day qualification but scores marksman on the night is a marksman.
