GARRISON LOAD PLAN

The following SOP will be used in addition to TM 9-2350-284-10-1 (App. E) stowage plan:

HULL: 


All pioneer tools (ax, shovel, sledgehammer, mattock w/ handle, crowbar, drift pin, track connecting fixtures, and warning triangles ) will be placed inside the vehicle under the floor plates in the crew compartment. If available, a rubber mat lining should be used to keep the items from rusting. 

NOTE: A2ODS and A3’s have “hot boxes” in the floor.

The Driver’s tool bag #1 (located behind the driver) will contain the following items:

· all flat-tip & cross-tip screwdrivers (except for turret screwdrivers)

· 6” machinists ruler

· slip joint pliers w/cutters

· wire cutters

· file

· all sockets (8 total)

· socket extensions ½ in. sq. dr., 5in. and 10in. long 

· ratchet 1/2in. sq. dr.

· ball peen hammer 2 lb.

· all open end wrenches (including the track fixture wrench)

· flexible and straight grease gun adapters

· putty knife

· 12 in. adjustable wrench

· 25mm bore and chamber brush

· sliding “T” 3/4in. dr.

The Spare tool bag #2 (located in the power unit compartment, right side) will contain the following:

· heat mittens (2 pr.)

· coax cleaning/extractor kit

· pipe plugs (2)

· spare drain plug assembly

· spare firing pin (25MM)

· grease fittings (6)

· VS-17 panel

The Spare tool bag #3 (located in the power unit compartment, right side) will contain the following:

· all tow hooks (4)

· all tow shackles (4)

· all lock pins (8)

· all tow pins (8)

The following are to be stowed in their pre-marked positions:

Right Side

· Impact Tool Kit (shelf, right side) 

· M229 Refill Kit

· Anti-tank Mine Extension Rod (lower right against the wall)

· CLU Battery (spare)

· M258A1 Decon kit

· M42 Alarm Unit

· 2 AT4’s  (under left side bench seat)

· 2 AN PVS-4’s (left side)

· Fire Extinguishers (2) mounted on left and right sides (crew compartment)

· First Aid Kit (shelf, left side)

· TA-1 PT

· Drivers Windshield (driver’s compartment, front left)

· Driver’s pamphlet bag (left side, drivers compartment, contents: equipment record folder, dispatch, QA/QC, 2408-4, recent 5988-E, blank 2404’s, spare pens, TM –10, LO-12, stowage plan, and accident forms)

· AN/VVS-2 or DVE (driver’s night sight)

· Hand Oiler  (inside power compartment, center front)

· Grease Gun (inside power compartment, left front)

· flashlight w/ batteries (inside driver’s compartment, right front)

· CVC w/ spaghetti cord (driver’s compartment)

· 5 gal water cans (2) shelf, left side

· MRE Heater

· Battery Chemical Detector Unit

TURRET:


All turret tools will be placed in the tool rack (12in. flat-tip screwdriver, hand-crank, 14mm ratchet, and angled nose slip joint pliers).

Boresight Kit- will be placed behind the gunner’s position, on the shelf, and contain the following items:

· red streamers (2)

· telescope

· screwdriver 2in. long, 1/8 in. wide blade

· 7.62 mm boresight adapter

· 9/64 in. socket head key, hex drive

NOTE: A3 boresight kit is to be placed against the turret wall by the gunners left ankle and secured with a strap.

25MM Cleaning Rods and Coax Spare Barrel- will be placed in the stowage bin in front of the BC’s right knee or strapped against the wall and contain the following items:

· 25mm boresight adapter

· rod section with handle

· rod sections without handles (2)

· rod section with eyelet

Gunner’s Pamphlet Bag- will be placed in the turret, on the left side, and will contain the following:

· TM 10-2

· laminated range cards (2)

· alcohol markers

· recent 5988-E

· FM 23-1and prefire checklist

· Chemlights

BC’s Pamphlet Bag- will be placed in the turret, on the right side, and will contain the following:

· Various laminated 3x5 cards w/ unit SOP’s 

· Alcohol markers

· ANCD (PL or PSG only)

· Chemlights

CVC’s w/ goggles- one will be placed on each side and connected with a spaghetti cord.

Radio(s)- will be securely mounted with locking device and have all necessary equipment needed to operate them i.e. W4 cables, handmic’s, and hub batteries.

All components of the main gun and coax will be properly installed and assembled (i.e. feed chutes, eject chutes, feeder, locking pins, and power cables).

Flagset – consisting of a red, yellow, and green flag will be placed behind the turret radios or on exterior turret wall.

EXTERIOR:

The following is a list of all components that go on the outside of the vehicle:

· spare track shoes(2) 1 front right side, 1 left bank (behind driver’s hatch)

· spare road wheel (turret, right side, using existing brush guard mount bolt)

· camouflage net and pole bag system (1 set left rear,1set right rear)

· 5 gal of 15w/40 (turret bustle rack)

· tow cable (back-side of ramp)

· lateral locks and chock blocks (turret bustle rack)

· tarpaulin (folded, placed in bustle rack)

Side Armor Skirts- will all be in the down position, except for the 2nd and last skirt on each side. The skirts with the step handles for refueling will go on the right side below the fuel cap area.

Sponson Box - left side empty. Right side will contain additional POL as follows:

· 2 tubes of GAA (located in compartment of door panel)

· 2 squirt bottles of CLP/break-free (located in compartment of door panel)

· 2 gal. of anti-freeze

· 1 qt. can of GMD

· 3 qts. Of 15w40 oil

· 1 qt. can of hydraulic ramp fluid (petroleum based, cherry juice)

· 1 qt. can of hydraulic  fluid (synthetic, fire-resistant, apple juice)

Combat Unit Markings- will be centered on the left and right sides of the hull. An additional panel will be centered on the back of the turret.

NOTE- The 9 line MEDEVAC request and Call for Fire will be posted on the coax plenum chamber doors.  N/A for A3’s
COMBAT LOAD PLAN

The following is a list of recommended changes to be made in a field/combat environment, however, MTET-T always must be considered first:

Pioneer Tools – will be placed on the outside of the vehicle IAW TM 9-2350-294-10-1 app. E.

Rucksacks – the crews rucksacks will be placed between the spare road wheel and the battle board panel. The remaining rucksacks (3 left side, 4 right side), will be hung from straps attached to the top flanks of the hull. Rucksacks will not be placed in the vicinity of the TOW backblast area.

Pickets – will be placed on left side in the “V” where the swim barrier used to be and will be strapped down.

Sleeping Bags – will be placed in wet weather bags, in the “hell-hole” 1 layer deep or in rucksacks (large)on the outside. 

25mm Ammunition – 3 Cans ‘hot boxes”, 50 rds each , under the center floor  plates.  Two (2) boxes under floor plate, right side. Six (6) cases in bustle rack. Four (4) cases go on the shelf in the crew compartment (right side). Three (3) boxes on the upper left bank exterior. The basic load will be uploaded in the appropriate ready boxes (300 rds total AP/HE). Any additional ammunition will be placed on the floor of the “hell-hole”.

7.62mm Ammunition – six (6) cans will be placed in their containers along the top of the bustle rack. Eight (8)  cans will be placed in the interior of the crew compartment along the right side in the pre-marked positions. Five (5) cans will be placed on the left rear exterior. The basic load will be placed in the coax ready cans in the turret.

5.56mm ammunition – ten (10) thirty round magazines will be placed in each ammo pouch along the interior floor. One (1) can will be placed in the left rear exterior corner and another in the interior (right side).   

Chock Blocks/Lateral Locks – will be displaced under camouflage systems in the rear and strapped behind the headlights in the front (1 set per corner). 

Tow Shackles/Tow Cable – all four (4) tow shackles will be installed in the following manner:

· two (2) in the rear

· one (1) attached to the front left lift eye

· one (1) attached  to the front left tow mount (the tow cable is connected to each end)

Tow Cable is mounted along the left side of the hull, pre attached to the front left tow hook and the left  spare track shoe (mounted).

Rations – will be stacked in the “hell hole”.

ADDITIONAL ITEMS:

· chem det unit M43 (shelf, left side)

· TA-1 PT (shelf, left side)

· chem det kit M256 (shelf, left side)

· battery chem det unit (shelf, left side)

· M42 alarm (shelf, left side)

· refill kit M229 (shelf, left side)

· tracker SU-36/p (shelf, left side)

· night vision goggles AN/PVS 5 (shelf, left side)

· dragon night sight AN/TAS-5 (shelf, left side)

· map case (tow rack, left rear)

· radiac set VDR-2 (on top of VDB, in driver’s hatch)

· 5 TOW missiles (2 under right bench seat, 3 on left sponson rack, crew compartment)

· 2 rolls of concertina wire (located on power unit compartment access cover) 

· 100 sandbags (located on power unit compartment access cover)

· PLGR (in mount between radio’s)

· Bino’s (hung from BC’s hand-station)

· AN/PVS 7B’s (one in driver’s compartment,  the other pair is hung from the BC’s hand-station) 

· DAP-13 (in the driver’s compartment, strapped to rear engine access panel or right side of hull exterior)
