SUBJECT:  Request for Support from Fort Benning, GA

1.  References.


a.  USAIC OPLAN 525-4, Non-Tenant Units Support SOP dated 13 March 1998.


b.  USAIC Reg 210-4, Range and Terrain Regulation dated 27 February 1998.


c.  USAIC Reg 350-3, Military Parachuting at USAIC dated 3 August 1992.


d.  USAIC Safety Standard Operating Procedures 385-6, Risk Management for Operations and Training dated 28 January 1997.

2.  Purpose.  To advise units of the process for obtaining permission to train, use facilities, and receive support at Fort Benning, GA.

3.  Discussion.


a.  To receive permission to conduct operations you must provide the following:



(1)  A Concept of Operations that details what you intend to accomplish during your visit, and how you intend to accomplish it.



(2)  A Request for Logistical Support that specifically identifies every item of support that you will need from Fort Benning (Ranges, Training Areas, Transportation, Billeting and all Classes of Supply).  All units must provide their own medical and range safety certified personnel.  Range Division conducts the range safety class.  Call (706) 545-1602 for schedule.



(3)  A detailed Operational Timeline that identifies when you will accomplish all tasks that support the Concept of Operations.



(4)  Written Concurrence on your plan from the first O-6 in your chain of command.  This includes the Risk Assessment for Medium and Low Risk training (FB Form 46-R).  See reference c for High and Extremely High Risk training at Enclosure 2.


b.  Upon receipt of the items listed above, Fort Benning will staff the action and provide it to the Director of Operations and Training (DOT) for decision.  If the request is approved, the action will be tasked to supporting directorates/agencies.  A copy of the approval showing specific areas/ranges/support scheduled will be forwarded to the requesting unit within 3 days of approval.  Upon receipt of the approval, the requesting unit is to contact the POC to discuss the support and establish a time for packet pickup not later then 14 days prior to execution.


c.  The United States Army Infantry Center (USAIC) and The United States Army Infantry School (USAIS) have training priority at Fort Benning and the possibility exists that scheduled support for Non-Tenant Units may have to be adjusted accordingly i.e. co-located, moved to another training area or canceled, in the event of a conflict.  If this occurs, every effort will be made to minimize the impact on unit training.


d.  Training support for GSA vehicles, portable toilets, food service (contract cost is $1.51 per meal plus food cost of $1.50 for breakfast and $3.00 for lunch/dinner meal), and weapons requires the submission of a Military Inter-Departmental Purchase Request (MIPR) or payment by IMPACT card prior to training execution.  Non-Tenant units are to make direct coordination with the respective agencies, once training is approved, to complete the payment process.


e.  Requests for support must arrive at USAIC, DOT, ATTN:  ATSH-OTP-M/LTC Williamson/MSG Trudell, Fort Benning, GA 31905 at least 90 days prior to execution.


f.  Requests for Airborne Training and other special training require a briefing to the DOT or his representative at approximately 80 days prior to the training.
